We guarantee
delicious food and friendly fellowship for this once in a lifetime gathering.

The event starts on Tuesday, July 1 with the Board meeting and youth contests. Participants will have access to the “Made in
the Mountains Dairy Bar” and the Memorabilia Lounge the entire day. The evening will feature the “Moonlight in Vermont”
Welcome Reception for adults and the very special “Boots & Buckles Blowout” for youth.

Wednesday, July 2 kicks off a full day of all things Ayrshire. The morning follows youth contests and a Master Breeder Panel.
The afternoon participants will enjoy a ride through the spine of the Green Mountains to the lush valleys of central Vermont
for the “Tunbridge Royale” at the scenic Tunbridge World’s Fairgrounds. Local Ayrshire breeders will have some of their best
animals on display for viewing in addition to a BBQ, hayrides through local covered bridges, Vermont products vendors, and
Youth activities and contests. The evening concludes with the 150th Jubilee Celebration and the “Legends Panel” for adults
plus a New England style beach party for youth. Late night all are welcome to make your own root beer float in the dairy bar.

Thursday, July 3 is farm tour day featuring three highly respected Ayrshire herds. We motor coach through the beautiful
Champlain Valley to Fort Ann, NY to True Blessings Ayrshires owned by Jenny Young. The organic herd sports 20 EX, 12VG & 5
GP {all 2 year olds) milking cows plus youngstock. True Blessings has made a splash in the show ring in recent years winning
banners at the Eastern National & breeding and selling two Royal Winter Fair winners in 2024.
